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PROSPETTIVA STONE  AT THE ‘SALONE DEL MOBILE’
Exploring matter with Walter De Silva and Lorenzo Palmeri

The Prospettiva Stone concept presented by Stone Italiana at the 58th edition of the Salone del Mobile in 2019 will be even better than ever, thanks to new designs and new interpretations connected by a common denominator tying the whole display together: a new colour produced specially for the Milan showcase, named Verde Silver.

The colour is the perfect way not only to enrich our various collections (Cartapietra, Terrazzo, Gloss) and the New Materia Cosmolite, but also to promote the company’s green ethos. Prospettiva Stone shines a spotlight on Stone Italiana’s concern for the environment, which is expressed more and more through the idea of responsibility throughout the supply chain. Knowing how each material is produced, where it’s produced, what quality standards are applied and how it impacts the environment is the key to awareness and transparency. This philosophy is given material shape through our process to attain EPD (Environmental Product Declaration) for our products and produce CSR Sustainability Report.
Stone Italiana has assigned the task of exploring matter to two figures from the world of Italian design: Walter De Silva and Lorenzo Palmeri.
De Silva, together with Mario Antonioli, gets to grips with the New Materia Cosmolite, resulting in an evocative, metamorphic vase: Teti. Thanks to a progressive series of sizes, this piece changes its look and its function – from a simple vase it becomes a source of light, an object holder, a totem or a monolith.
Lorenzo Palmeri – coordinator of the Prospettiva project – sheds light on matter with a series of three lamps: free-standing, table-top and wall-mounted. Their different surfaces explore the various versions of Verde Silver: mono-colour, gloss and Cartapietra, Terrazzo and Cosmolite.

The display space invites reflection on the issue of sustainability through the concretization of Stone Italiana’s vision of the expressive potential of quartz and of the New Materia Cosmolite. From sought-after flooring and tiling materials, they become the perfect materials for interior design pieces with a range of textures, colours and structures which provide fresh interpretations and new departures.

The drive to find innovative products is what has distinguished Stone Italiana right from the early days. Various partnerships over the years have helped us stay at the forefront of innovation, not only in terms of products but also production technologies, with machinery designed and built ad hoc to allow us to attain ever higher standards of quality.
